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Business Stimulus Program

Eureka City Residents:

Eureka City is pleased to offer stimulus funding
to our residents during this COVID-19 pandemic
as provided by the CARES Act distributed to
Eureka City.

Eureka City mailed out notices to each resident
that included the instructions with the stamp card
attached at the bottom, list of businesses that are
participating, and four (4) $10.00 coupons to use
at any of the businesses listed. If you are not sure
where any of the businesses are located, you may
contact the City Office for more info. at 435-433-
6915. Each household will only receive four (4)
of the $10.00 coupons in the mail but are eligible
for a Bonus $10.00 Coupon if they visit four
different businesses and return the stamp card to
the City Office.

How it works:

1.) Use the coupons at one or more of the
“Participating Eureka Businesses” outlined
on the list. You must sign the back of the
coupon when you use it. Though you can
use all four coupons at a single business,
we encourage you to use them at multiple
businesses throughout our community.
Coupons may not be used for the
purchase of any alcohol or tobacco
products.

Coupon use is final. No refunds. No
change will be given. No cash value. Valid
only November 1 — 30, 2020.
